About nineteen million passengers use Stockholm-Arlanda airport every year. Aeroplanes take off and land all the time, but there’s also a big Boeing 747 aeroplane here, and it never takes off. That’s because it’s a hostel called “Jumbo Stay”. It’s only fifteen minutes on foot from the main airport terminal of five minutes by bus.
The Jumbo Stay is a real aeroplane from 1976 and from the outside you think it’s a normal aeroplane. But on the inside it’s very different. There’s a reception desk and a twenty-four-hour-a-day café in the old first-class seating area.
There aren’t any aeroplane seats. There are twenty-seven rooms and each room has three beds, a TV and the Internet. The rooms are small but cheap, and visitors usually only stay for a night.
