TOP TECHNIQUES IN IDENTITY THEFT

Identity theft is the illegal use of somebody else’s personal information in order to obtain money or credit. Victims of identity theft can face financial and even legal problems in the future because an impostor has used their personal details to purchase something or give false information to the authorities. The best way of preventing thieves from stealing your identity is to know how they operate. Here are some of the most common identity theft techniques.

A. Phishing

You get an email that claims to be form of financial institution or other business asking for some personal information from you. It contains a link to a web page where you have to key in your bank username and password. The new page may look real but it is, in fact, a fake. Identity thieves will take all of the information you give on the page and use it to steal money from your account.

B. Smishing

You get a text message which seems to require your immediate attention, for example: “[Name of bank] confirms that you have bought a computer from [Name of retailer]. Call [Phone number] if you have not made this purchase.” When you call the number, an automated voice response system asks you to confirm your credit card details. The text message is actually from a group of identity thieves who can create and use a duplicate bank card within 30 minutes of obtaining the necessary information.

C. Vishing

This occurs when you receive a phone call on your landline from someone who seems to be trying to help you. The person claims to have detected fraudulent activity on your credit card and asks you to confirm your credit card details. The call is actually from an identity thief who wants to use your card to purchase things for himself.

D. Spoofing

Hackers break into your computer and transfer communication from a legitimate website to a fake one. For example, when you try to log into Facebook, your computer will take you to the hacker’s site, where they will steal your login information. From there, they will have access to plenty of details, such as your date of birth and the names of the members of your family. Later, they can use this information to steal your identity.

E. Spyware

Spyware is a type of software used on the internet to gather information about a person or organization without their consent. Identity thieves often attach it to downloadable files, such as online games. When you install the game, a hacker records all your keystrokes, including things like credit card number or bank accounts logins.

F. Digging through your dustbin

The dustbin can be a great source of personal information and in some cases, identity thieves actually go through the rubbish to see what they can find. Make sure you completely destroy your old credit cards when it is time to dispose of them. As far as official documents are concerned, you should put them all through a shredder or burn them before you throw them out.

ЄС підтримує формулу миру Зеленського з 10 пунктів

На саміті Україна-ЄС Брюссель висловив підтримку запропонованій Володимиром Зеленським формулі миру з 10 пунктів, покликаної припинити війну Росії. Також ЄС підтримує ідею проведення окремого саміту щодо цієї формули.

Європейський Союз підтримав формулу миру, запропоновану президентом України Володимиром Зеленський з метою завершення розпочатої Росією війни. Офіційна підтримка цієї ініціативи була зафіксована в спільній заяві за підсумками саміту Україна-ЄС, що відбувся у Києві, 3 лютого.

Зокрема, ЄС підтвердив свою готовність підтримати ініціативу України щодо справедливого миру на основі поваги до її суверенітету та територіальної цілісності. "На сьогоднішній день Росія не виявила жодної справжньої готовності до справедливого та сталого миру. Ми висловили підтримку мирній формулі президента Зеленського та нашу відданість активній роботі з Україною над мирним планом із 10 пунктів", - ідеться у спільній заяві України і ЄС.

Окрім того, ЄС підтримує ідею проведення окремого саміту, присвяченого українській формулі миру. Його метою має бути початок реалізації плану. Представники Євросоюзу працюватимуть разом над тим, щоб забезпечити якнайширшу міжнародну участь у цьому саміті. "Українська формула миру - це єдиний конкретний і пропрацьований план відновлення української і європейської глобальної безпеки, яка була зруйнована російської агресією", - зазначив президент України Володимир Зеленський на пресконференції за підсумками саміту Україна-ЄС.

Раніше посол України в Туреччині Василь Боднар заявляв про плани провести спеціальний саміт щодо формули миру Зеленського  у штаб-квартирі ООН у Нью-Йорку у річницю повномасштабного вторгнення РФ - 24 лютого. Офіційного підтвердження цьому ані від Києва, ані від ООН не було.

Формулу миру Зеленський вперше представив на засіданні Генеральної асамблеї ООН у вересні, а пізніше - у розширеному варіанті - на саміті Великої двадцятки (G20) у листопаді. Вона складається з 10 пунктів, які стосуються різних безпекових напрямків. Зокрема, йдеться про радіаційну і ядерну, продовольчу, енергетичну безпеку, звільнення полонених і депортованих, відновлення територіальної цілісності України, виведення російських військ, повернення справедливості, протидію екоциду, недопущення ескалації, фіксація закінчення війни.

У Росії відмовилися вести переговори на основі формули миру, запропонованої Зеленським.

P: Ronald Reagan was raised in a small village in Illinois and he graduated from Eureka College, Illinois with a degree in economics and sociology. He worked for a short time as a radio broadcaster in Iowa, and then moved to Los Angeles to follow a career as an actor in films and television. After joining the Republican Party in 1962, his skills as an orator were noticed and he was persuaded to run for Governor of California. He did a good job as Governor and this led to his nomination for Republican presidential candidate in 1980, which he won. He then went on to become the President of the United States between 1981 and 1989. He took a hard line against communism and his second term of office saw the collapse of the Soviet Union and the beginning of the end of communism in eastern Europe. He was often ridiculed for not being very clever - a second-rate actor, who could only read the lines he was given by his advisors - but he remains one of the most popular American Presidents of the past 50 years. Why? I put that question to political historian Marjorie Barakowski.

M: Ronald Reagan understood the fundamental essence of leadership: that is, that you have to be able to communicate. Reagan always gave the impression that he was listening when he was speaking to you. It was almost as if it didn't matter what his political views were. He made people feel that they mattered. He looked you in the eye, smiled at you, made you feel special. That is a fantastic quality to have.

I'd also have to say that he presided over a time of great economic growth in America. When he came to power, things weren't great for most Americans and he gave them hope. It obviously helped that the economy thrived during his presidency. But, nevertheless, Reagan's style of communication stands out as a model for all leaders. If you can connect with the ordinary person, there's very little you can do wrong.
